The presentation focuses on the rise
of Christian literature in Arabic
(8th-10th c¢.) in Palestino-Sinaitic
area occurring alongside the spread
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of Islam in the same region, during
the same period of time. It
emphasizes the fundamentally
multicultural mechanism of the
emergence of Christian Arabic
literature and discusses the specific
translation channels formed within
this collaborative context. With this

respect the paper analyzes the
translations from  Syriac and
Christian Arabic Literature into
Georgian and  shows  their

specificity and relevance.

Source Studies, Historiography,
Medieval Studies, Byzantine Stu-
dies, are the areas of her scholarly
interests. Medieval ~ Georgian
Christian theological literature, its
Syrian-Arabic parallels, exploration
of Georgian cultural heritage in the
Middle East monasteries and
theological centers are the subject
of Tamar Pataridze’s scientific
publications and scientific reports.

Separation vs. Confluence: A
Comparative Examination of
Secularity in the Global Ismaili
Community

The presentation examines the
different ways in which
international Muslim-Ismaili
students at two institutes for Islamic
studies in London draw boundaries
between religion and other spheres
in their everyday life. While
students from Ismaili communities
in Iran, Tajikistan, and Syria often
make explicit distinctions between a
religious domain and a secular one,
there is a high degree of confluence
between the religious and the
secular for their Khoja
coreligionists of South Asian and
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East African origins. This empirical
disparity in the behavior of students
will be analyzed in light of
structural, ideological, and social
conditions in their respective home
countries and communities.

Mohammad Magout is a
Syrian-German researcher. Since
November 2016, he has been a
Senior Researcher at the Huma-
nities Center for Advanced Studies
“Multiple Secularities — Beyond the
West, Beyond Modernities” at the
University of Leipzig, Germany. In
addition, he was a postdoctoral
fellow at the Orient-Institut in
Beirut. He completed his PhD
studies with a dissertation titled
"Between Religion and Culture:
Academic Discourse and Religious
Subjectivity at Two Nizari Ismaili
Institutions for Islamic Studies in
London", for which he was awarded
the Katharina Windscheid Prize of
the Research Academy Leipzig.

Bordering the Great Sea, as it
used to be called, modern
Alexandrea echoes the long history
of the cofluences of cultures from
all shores of the Mediterranean.

Tahrir al-Mar’ah caused a lot of
furore across the Islamic world
and provoked a chain of criticism
and hostile replies.
